Please note well the following points:

1. You must approach the persons nominated yourself to establish that they are willing to be nominated.  We cannot interview people on any other basis.

2. The witness must understand that all that they say in their evidence can and may be read by both parties in the case (the petitioner and the respondent).  

3. Both parties have the right to know the names of those who have been nominated as witnesses.

4. The interview will usually be conducted in the witnesses own home by a trained lay auditor or by a priest who has been trained to gather evidence by the Tribunal.  If this happens to be someone known personally to the witness, then they can ask for someone else to take the interview.  In areas outside the East Anglia diocese witnesses may have to be prepared to travel to their local Tribunal Office.  The Administrator can advise you on the likelihood of this.
